e Build sustainable peace.

Founded in 1982, Project Ploughshares Calgary is
one of nine local Project Ploughshares local groups
across Canada that support the mandate and pro-
gram of Project Ploughshares, Canada’s largest
peace organizations, by encouraging informed dia-
logue on peace issues.

We believe:

The most immediate threats to the security of
vulnerable people derive from unmet economic and
health needs, political exclusion, denied rights,
social and political disintegration, and the criminal
and political violence that accompany conditions of
chronic insecurity. This means that security prepar-
edness involved much more than military strength.
A comprehensive approach to security required at-
tention to and funding for the 5D’s of security: de-
velopment, democracy, disarmament, diplomacy
and defence.

Development — end poverty and create economic
conditions conducive to sustainable human securi-
ty;

Democracy — promote good governance, political
iinclusiveness, participation, and respect for human
rights;

Disarmament — prevent the transformation of politi-
cal conflict into armed conflict by limiting weapons;

Diplomacy — support the peaceful settlement of
disputes and a rules-based international order;

Defence — ensure that the use of force in extraordi-
nary circumstance supports the full range of peace

and security efforts (the other 4D’s).

What we do:

Hold educational events on peace topics, such
as nuclear disarmament, the global arms trade,
Canadian defense and foreign policy, nonvio-
lence, and conflict transformation
